WHY DO WE MAKE THE SIGN OF THE CROSS 
Part II 

 
The thumb index finger, and middle finger are joined together representing the Trinity. 
The other two fingers are bent into the palm representing the two natures of Christ, 
(1) Human and (2) Divine. We then trace the sign of the cross from forehead to chest to 
right shoulder, and then to the left shoulder. This shows we have given ourselves to God 
with all our mind, heart and strength..(Luke 10:27) 
 
The Cross is the central symbol of the Christian faith and by making the sign of the cross 
on ourselves, we show that we belong to Jesus Christ. This symbol, along with our faith, 
can help us overcome the sinful passions we all have. 
 
Christ calls upon us to take up our cross saying: IF ANYONE WISHES TO COME AFTER 
ME, HE MUST DENY HIMSELF, AND TAKE UP HIS CROSS DAILY AND FOLLOW ME.
